The tours below 

include walking as noted.  Most include a shopping 

opportunity.  All of the tours will include lunch and 

return to the 4-H Center in time for dinner.   Refer to 

the map at the left to locate places you can visit with 

us in Northwestern Oregon.  Please indicate your tour 
selection on page 5 of the Registration Form. 
 

 

0BA.  Astoria and Seaside (7:00 AM departure) - Maritime Museum, Lewis and Clark’s Fort Clatsop 

and the Beach 
Three hours northwest of the 4-H Center is the picturesque riverfront town of Astoria.  

The town has close ties to the river and ocean, which we’ll see on our tour of the 

Columbia River Maritime Museum.  This is Oregon’s official maritime museum.  The next 

stop is the Astoria Column, at 600 feet above sea level it offers majestic views.  For an 

even better photo op, climb the 164 steps to the top of the Column!  After a picnic lunch, 

we’ll tour Fort Clatsop, a replica of the fort built by the Lewis and Clark Expedition in 

the winter of 1805-1806.  Continuing to the ocean, we come to Seaside, a popular ocean 

destination for over a century.  Highlights include specialty shops, art galleries, antique 

stores, and of course the beach!  There will be free time in Seaside to explore before 

returning to the 4-H Center.    
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1BB.  Tillamook (7:00 AM departure) – Coastal Scenery, 

Cheese and Amazing Forests 
An hour and a half northwest of the 4-H Center is a stretch of the 

Pacific whose rugged beauty you’ve likely seen in magazines.  Bring 

your camera as we travel the ―Three Capes Loop‖.  This designated 

scenic drive has gorgeous views of the capes: Kiwanda, Lookout, and 

Meares (complete with lighthouse).  After the loop, we’ll have lunch 

at the famous Tillamook Cheese Factory. We’ll see the cheese 

makers at work and—best of all—taste the award-winning cheeses and ice cream!  Our final stop is the Tillamook 

Forest Center.  The region’s newest interpretive center includes a climbable forest fire lookout tower and a 

dramatic pedestrian suspension bridge.   

 

C.  Silver Falls State Park and The Oregon Garden (8:00 AM departure) 
An hour east of the 4-H Center is Silver Falls State Park.  True to its name, this 

9,000 acre park is home to 10 majestic waterfalls.  We will see the famous South 

Falls, and North Falls.  Optional half mile hikes at either waterfall let you walk 

behind the falls.  We will also visit the historic main lodge, built by the Civilian 

Conservation Corps in the 1930s.  After Silver Falls, we will head to the Oregon 

Garden, an 80 acre botanical showcase featuring 20 specialty gardens and 

Oregon’s only Frank Lloyd Wright-designed home.  After a picnic lunch and a 

guided tour of the gardens, our adventures continue at the Outlet Mall in 

Woodburn.  Please dress to be outdoors in the weather at a higher elevation, this tour includes walking. 

 

2BD.  Oregon State University (8:00 AM departure) 
An hour south of the 4-H Center is Oregon State University (OSU), one of only two 

land, sea, sun and space grant universities in the country.  Recently designated a 

Historic District on the National Register of Historic Places, the layout of OSU’s 

beautiful historic buildings—which we will see on a walking tour—are courtesy of the 

Olmsted firm (famed designers of Central Park).  Next is the Hinsdale Wave 

Research Lab—a world class tsunami and engineering facility—to see the tsunami 

simulator in action.  After a picnic lunch in the lovely Memorial Union, we’ll browse 

the OSU bookstore.  Following that is a tour of OSU’s Veterinary Hospital.  Our last 

stop is of the day will be OSU’s McDonald-Dunn Research Forest, to see forestry 

projects in action.  Please dress to be outdoors in the weather, this tour includes 

walking. 

 

E.  Newport- Lighthouse and Aquarium (7:00 AM departure) 
Two hours southwest of the 4-H Center is the town of Newport on the Oregon 

coast.  Surrounded by natural beauty, and with a thriving maritime industry, 

Newport also has countless activities for visitors to enjoy.  We’ll start with a tour 

of the stunning Yaquina Head Lighthouse, which is the tallest lighthouse in 

Oregon.  Below the lighthouse is a beautiful stretch of beach with pristine tide 

pools.  After tide pooling, we’ll visit the Rogue Brewery for lunch, and have time 

to explore Newport’s historic Bay Front.  The Bay Front’s shops, galleries and 

highly entertaining sea lions are not to be missed.  From the Bay Front we’ll go to 

the Oregon Coast Aquarium to learn more about life on, under and over the ocean.  

A highlight is ―Passages of the Deep‖, a clear tunnel through the middle of the aquarium allows you to view ocean 

life from a unique perspective.  After the aquarium, we’ll have more incredible scenery to take in as we travel 

back to the 4-H Center.  
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 F.  McMinnville and Salem – Aviation and History (8:00 AM departure) 
A half hour north of the 4-H Center lies the charming town of McMinnville, where we’ll 

start by exploring the Evergreen Aviation and Space Museum.  This custom-built 

facility houses over 50 aircraft, including the famous ―Spruce Goose‖.  Afterward we’ll 

have lunch at the historic McMenamin’s Hotel Oregon.  From McMinnville we’ll go to 

Salem, Oregon’s capitol city, for a tour of the beautiful art deco Capitol building.  Our 

final stop will be Mission Mill Museum, a restored woolen mill that has been designated 

an American Treasure by the National Parks Service.  The tour will visit the woolen mill 

and other historic buildings, including a pioneer church and homes from Jason Lee’s 

1834 Methodist Mission to Oregon.  During the tour we will have free time during the 

day to browse local shops.   

 

G.  Portland- Science, Books and Brews (8:00 AM departure) 
An hour north of the 4-H Center is Portland.  Although it is Oregon’s 

largest city, Portland is consistently ranked as one of the country’s 

most livable cities.  Our visit to Portland starts at OMSI, Oregon’s 

science museum.  This state-of-the-art facility invites hands-on 

exploration.  After lunch at a local brewpub, we’ll go to a mecca for 

book lovers worldwide: Powell’s Bookstore.  Covering an entire city 

block, Powell’s gives out maps—and fortunately for us—tours!  After 

our tour, we’ll have free time to explore the bookstore, or the 

surrounding neighborhood, known as the ―Brewery Blocks‖.  Formerly a dilapidated brewery, this revitalized 

neighborhood is now bustling with people, shops and beautifully restored buildings.   

 

H.  Columbia Gorge (8:00 AM departure) 
An hour and a half northeast of the 4-H Center, the Columbia River Gorge is 

a designated National Scenic Area, and within a few minutes, you’ll see why.  

Bring your camera for this tour, as we travel the Columbia River Highway 

stopping at waterfalls and viewpoints.  One of the stops will be Vista House, 

with a view that will take your breath away.  Continuing on, we’ll stop at 

Multnomah Falls.  At a total height of 620 feet, it is Oregon’s tallest—and 

many say most beautiful—waterfall.  After lunch at the historic Multnomah 

Falls Lodge, we’ll enjoy more Gorge scenery before stopping at the Outlet 

Mall in Woodburn for shopping. 

 

I.  Oregon Zoo (8:00 AM departure) 
An hour north of the 4-H Center lies the award-winning Oregon Zoo, the oldest 

zoo west of the Mississippi and the largest in the region.  The zoo’s exhibits 

include animals from all corners of the globe.  Highlights include the Red Ape 

Reserve, African Rainforest and Savanna, Black Bear Ridge, and of course, the 

penguins!  Oh, and did we mention the zoo’s baby elephant, Sam?  Our tour of the 

zoo will include all of that and much more.  And, after lunch at the zoo, we will go 

on the Great Giraffes behind-the-scenes tour to see how the zoo accommodates 

and cares for these ―uniquely‖ sized creatures.  The behind-the-scenes Great 

Giraffes part of the tour is not ADA accessible.   For the rest of the tour 

motorized scooters may be rented at your own expense at the gift shop for persons needing mobility assistance.  

After a stop in the Zoo gift shop, we’ll return to the 4-H Center for dinner.  Please dress for the weather, this 

tour includes walking.
