American Youth Leadership Program with Mongolia—Enhancing Global Perspectives: Only a Month until the Application Deadline
Please help by getting the word out about the following opportunity!!

For a second year, this exchange will offer approximately 29 youth and 5 adults the opportunity to explore the vast historical and cultural traditions of Mongolia in a four week exchange program beginning mid June and ending mid July, 2012. 

Youth applicants must….
1. Be at least 15 years old and not older than 17 years old by the trip departure date (approximately June 21, 2012).
1. Have at least one semester of high school left following the trip
1. Have parents/guardians permission to participate in the entire program, including orientations and post-program activities
1. Participate in pre-trip orientation, May 17- 20, 2012 at the University of Wyoming in Laramie
1. Have an interest in environmental issues around water quality, renewable resources and land reclamation/restoration
1. Have an interest in learning about Mongolian history and culture
1. Submit a complete application no later than January 15, 2012
1. Participate in a web based interview
1. Upon selection, participants will be asked to complete a medical information and behavior agreement form
1. Be a U.S. Citizen
